Removal of wildlife, such as plants or tree debris of any
kind from City-owned wood lots, ravines or naturalized
areas is not allowed. Native plants and ecosystems are

a vital importance to our natural habitat. They attract a

variety of animals, provide shelter and food sources for
wildlife and support pollinators.

Our pollinators are essential to food production and
have an enormous economic and environmental
benefit. The tree debris and wood contribute to the
ecosystem of the soil, retain moisture and create
habitat opportunities of wildlife. We need to maintain
a healthy biodiversity in our local ecosystem.

LICENSED DRIVEWAY CONTRACTORS
INTHE CITY OF MARKHAM

Homeowners are responsible for ensuring their
driveway meets the by-law’s standards. You are
not allowed to extend your parking area into your
front yard and you're not allowed to park on your
lawn. This by-law ensures that there is enough soft
landscaping in order to avoid flooding issues in
our neighbourhoods.

The City requires paving contractors who construct
or extend driveways in Markham to be licensed.

Markham'’s leaf and yard waste is collected and
turned into compost through a process called aerobic
digestion - essentially like a big compost pile. The yard
waste is piled in windrows and turned continuously to
allow oxygen to break down the organic material.

We DO NOT collect grass clippings as yard waste.
High levels of nitrogen found in grass would disturb

the regular aerobic digestion process and cause strong
odor around composting facilities.

Mowing more often and leaving grass clippings
on your lawn allows soil

micro-organisms to break down

naturally and release nutrients

back into the soil.

¢ You can carry a garbage bag and snap it,
or an umbrella to open and close several times
- the sounds will scare the coyote

The organic insecticide BTK is only effective when the
caterpillars are small. We need everyone’s help to try
and control the infestation. If you have an infested tree,
burlap or duct tape bands (sticky side out) on the trunk
of the tree will help keep the caterpillars from entering
the tree canopy. The City is looking at all options to try
and minimize the infestation if the cycle continues next
year.

Many residents have asked if the coyotes can be
relocated. Under the Fish and Wildlife Conservation Act
we are only allowed to relocate wildlife within a 1 km
radius of where they are found.

TREE PRESERVATION BY-LAW

Property owners must apply for a permit before
injuring (injury mean pruning a tree to 30% of the
crown or more) or destroying any tree in Markham with
a diameter of 20+ cm or 8+ inches DBH (Diameter at
Breast Height), measured at 1.37 meters (54 inches)
above the ground.

City staff provided a detailed presentation along with
a presentation from Coyote Watch at our general
committee meeting on May 31st. The video recording
is available for anyone that is interested in obtaining
more detailed information and can be found under
council meetings on the City website.

— You might need a permit!

A permit may be required before starting any construction,
demolition or renovation project, whether the work is on the
interior or the exterior of the building or dwelling.

Some common projects that require a permit are concrete
porches, installing a basement entrance, finishing basements,
removing an interior wall, plumbing and electrical work, a
covered porch, and a garden shed larger than 100 square feet.

Construction material and machinery cannot be left on the
road without a road occupancy permit (ROP). Please ensure
that your contractor cleans up any mess made on any city
roads or sidewalks. The cutting of any stones/pavers

or concrete are to be done with a wet saw to avoid

dust - By-law 2018-77.

Check the rules on encroachment, the city owns part of
your front yard. Curbs cannot be cut or altered without
permission and ditches are not to be removed or filled in.

HERITAGE CONSERVATION DISTRICT

A Heritage Conservation District (HCD) is a defined
geographical area within a municipality that is regulated
by a local by-law intended to protect, conserve and
enhance the existing heritage character of the district. If
you live in the district and want to make any changes to
your home, you MUST obtain a heritage permit (which
is free) to alter any part of the property, such as: paint,
fences, windows, roof and driveway replacement, lamp
installations, major vegetation removal etc.
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If you are an owner of a business or a tenant in

the district, a sign permit from the City’s Building
Department is also required for any signage (either
ground related or on a building) to ensure that it is

appropriate and heritage compatible for both public PRPr .
